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1. Overview

Over the past two months, this case has evolved against the backdrop of sustained procedural
obstruction at the Registry, concurrent High Court litigation in London (KB-2025-001991), and
cross-border interference linked to a USD $900 million Judgment in Jane Doe v. David
(20STCV37498, Los Angeles Superior Court). On 17 July 2025, opposing counsel for Jane Doe
filed a formal Notice of Withdrawal of a scheduled post-judgment examination set for 4 August
2025 — an enforcement step intended to pursue that judgment. The withdrawal coincides with
the lodging of critical evidence in the London proceedings and the Antigua action
(ANUHCYV2025/0149), both of which document a coordinated transnational campaign to
prejudice the Claimant. This filing presents the procedural record, the evidentiary flow, and the
strategic significance of these developments, inviting the Court to take judicial notice and act to
regularise the case’s progression without further delay or prejudice.2. Procedural Highlights
Between 25 July 2025 and 13 August 2025:

e Evidence Bundle (Vol. 1) was submitted on 25 July but remained unsealed for more than
two weeks without acknowledgment.

e Multiple chasers were sent (29 July, 8 August), each without substantive response.

* An Application for Directions hand-delivered on 3] July was marked “received” but left
unsealed for twelve days.

 Supplemental exhibits (5 August) and an updated index & certificates (12 August)
were transmitted but not confirmed as lodged; only an automated reply was received for
the latter.

e On 13 August, a Proposed Case Management Order was submitted for urgent
placement before the Duty Judge; placement remains pending.




3. Prejudice to the Claimant
These failures have:

 Delayed the scheduling of a Directions/Case Management Hearing.

e Forced the Claimant to re-send materials already in the Registry’s possession.

e Compromised hearing preparation and the ability to respond to interlocutory matters.

* Created procedural uncertainty, increasing costs and undermining the Court’s timetable.

4. Purpose of this Filing
The present application and attached materials are designed to:

e Regularise the procedural record by deeming earlier submissions as filed on their original
delivery dates.

e Ensure sealing, issuance, and listing occur without further delay.

¢ Create a clear evidentiary record for the Court of the past two months’ events.

The Claimant respectfully invites the Court to adopt the Proposed Case Management Order
attached, supported by Exhibit A — Expanded Evidence Flow Chart and Chronology (July—
August 2025), so that the matter may proceed without further prejudice.

1. Judicial Link & Conspiracy Context

1.1 Procedural History in London

On 15 July 2025, in proceedings before the High Court of England & Wales (KB-2025-001991),
the Claimant filed a comprehensive Skeleton Argument detailing:

e Fabricated Affidavits: The sworn statements fal sely attributed to Yelena Calendar and
Gary Shoefield (Smoking Guns #1 & #2).

e Suppression of Evidence: Deliberate withholding of 27 pages of text messages from the
late Barry K. Rothman, exposing manipulation of litigation and collusion with conflicted
counsel (Smoking Gun #3).

 Corporate & Media Exploitation Chain: Proof of a structured pipeline — DMG —
CBS Interactive — Download.com — LimeWire NFT — used both for CSAM
trafficking and monetisation of illicit content (Smoking Guns #7 & #8).




On 25 July 2025, The Honourable Sir Barry Paul Cotter read the Claimant’s Skeleton
Argument aloud in open court, on the record (Smoking Gun #9), marking formal judicial
acknowledgment of the evidence framework that is now also before this Court.

After 25 July 2025, new sworn affidavits were filed, including:

Jaguar Wright (Smoking Gun #4) — detailing trafficking, intimidation, and industry
coercion.

Courtney Burgess (Smoking Gun #5) — describing assault, intimidation, and attempts
to suppress the Cassie Ventura manuscript through violence and liti gation.

Additionally, Metropolitan Police CCTV footage was introduced disproving the Daily Mail’s
fabricated assault allegation (Smoking Gun #6), showing the incident was staged to damage the
Claimant’s credibility.

1.2 DMG’s Historic Role — From Jordan Chandler to Present

The Daily Mail Group (DMG) has a long-documented history of media manipulation in
coordination with high-profile legal operatives, notably Gloria Allred.

In the Jordan Chandler / Michael Jackson allegations, DMG promoted the accuser’s
narrative giobally, while suppressing exculpatory material and marginalising contrary
witnesses.

In the Daniel Kapon matter, DMG and Allred amplified wholly discredited allegations,
using identical editorial framing and timing patterns.

Barry K. Rothman, initially aligned with the network, acted as counsel in Chandler-
related matters. After breaking ranks in 2011, Rothman provided inside evidence
contirming the litigation—media collusion model.

These patterns — fabrication, suppression, narrative control — are identical to those deployed
against the Claimant, both in London and now in Antigua.

1.3 Criminal Enterprise Characteristics

The transnational network evidenced in this case exhibits the hallmarks of an organised
criminal enterprise operating under the guise of legitimate media and legal practice:

Labour Racketeering: Controlling, coercing, or blacklisting entertainment industry
professionals to protect commercial monopolies.

Extortion via Litigation & PR Pressure: Inflating damages claims and using media to
force settlements.



e CSAM Trafficking & Monetisation: Running a distribution pipeline through
Download.com and LimeWire, monetised in later years via NFT platforms (Smoking Gun
#7).

e Organised Crime Integration: Offshore laundering, asset shielding, and coordination
with figures known to law enforcement for historical mafia activity.

1.4 Sovereign Targeting — The Alpha Nero Case

The same network that targeted individuals has been deployed to undermine soverei gn legal
actions.

 David Boies, acting for contesting parties in Antigua’s lawful seizure and auction of the
superyacht Aipha Nero, coordinated with:
o Martin DeLuca, linked to asset shielding structures in the yacht’s registry.
o CBS/DMG media arms, which framed Antigua’s lawful actions as controversial
or unlawful, despite U.S. Federal Court confirmation to the contrary (Smoking
Gun #10).

The tactics mirror those in the personal attacks:

¢ Coordinated legal filings in multiple jurisdictions.
 Strategic media framing to sway public and political perception.
e Suppression of exculpatory rulings and documents.

1.5 Why This Matters in Antigua

This is not merely about remedying harm to one individual; it is about safeguarding Antigua &
Barbuda’s judicial sovereignty.

e The same individuals, companies, and methods used in historic entertainment-targeted
frauds are now being deployed against the Government of Antigua in a high-value
maritime asset case.

» The evidence already has Judicial recognition in London, meaning this Court can act
with confidence that it is reviewing a proven evidential framework.

* By hearing this case, the Court can protect witnesses, preserve records, and prevent
suppression of evidence with direct implications for both private and sovereign interests.

[n short: This is a continuation of a documented conspiracy that transcends individual victims
and now threatens the integrity of sovereign legal processes. The link between the UK and
Antigua proceedings is not coincidental — it is a product of the network’s global reach and its
ability to pivot between personal destruction and sovereign interference,

Ii. SUMMARY OF DEFENCE

The Claimant’s case is fundamentally undermined by recent sworn affidavits and documentary
evidence, including:

* Recantations by key witnesses (see A2, A3) confirming prior coercion, fraud, and
inducements in relation to their testimony;

* 27 pages of text messages authored by the late attorney Barry K. Rothman (B1),
previously withheld, which reveal legal manipulation, evidence suppression, and
collusion between the Claimant’s agents and conflicted legal practitioners;

e Conlflicts of interest and misconduct by the Defendant’s former solicitors Fred Heather
and Robert Shapiro (B2), who failed to disclose material evidence and actively
participated in case mismanagement.

The Defendant asserts that the Claimant’s cause of action has been brought in bad faith and
forms part of a wider pattern of procedural abuse, intellectual property misappropriation, and
Judicial manipulation, extending across multiple jurisdictions.

IIl. CROSS-COMPLAINT: CAUSES OF ACTION
The Defendant’s Cross-Complaint asserts the following causes of action:

Malicious prosecution and abuse of process;

Conspiracy to injure by unlawful means;

Fraud on the Court, arising from non-disclosure and perjured evidence;

Breach of fiduciary duty, legai malpractice, and IP misappropriation tied to the
LimeWire network (C2, C3, C4) and associated copyright exploitation;

5. Targeted harassment and retaliation against the Defendant in his capacity as a
whistleblower and public-interest media owner (AS, A6, G1).

IV. APPLICATION TO SET ASIDE RECEIVER ORDER (CPR 23.10)

The Order of 26 June 2025 appointing a Receiver was issued without notice and in breach of the
Defendant’s rights under CPR 23.10 and Article 6 of the ECHR (right to a fair trial).



The Defendant respectfully submits the Order should be set aside on the following grounds:

e Ex parte application despite the Claimant knowing the Defendant was outside
Jurisdiction and actively engaged in legal proceedings;

 Non-disclosure of material facts, including the Defendant’s cross-complaint, recanting
witnesses, and pending affidavits exposing procedural fraud;

» Jurisdictional overreach by the appointed Receiver, Mr. James Ruthven of Grant
Thornton UK LLP, in attempting enforcement in London without permission to serve or
act against assets outside jurisdiction, in violation of CPR 6.36 and 6.37;

* Risk to sovereign, charitable, and development assets, including those linked to the
SwissX Sovereign Wealth Fund and the Government of Antigua & Barbuda (E1-E4),
potentially triggering international law violations.

The Defendant relies on Brink’s-Mat Ltd v Elcombe [1988] 1 WLR 1350, which holds that non-

disclosure of material facts in an ex parte application is grounds for immediate discharge of the
order, irrespective of its merits.

V. RELIEF SOUGHT
The Defendant respectfully seeks:

a. An order striking out the Claimant’s claim under CPR 3.4(2)(a)—(b) for abuse of process and
failure to disclose a reasonable cause of action;

b. Directions permitting the Cross-Complaint to proceed to trial with full disclosure and witness
examination;

¢. An order setting aside the Receiver Appointment Order of 26 June 2025 in full under CPR
23.10, and staying all enforcement actions pursuant to that Order;

d. Costs of the application and hearing to be reserved or awarded to the Defendant;

e. Any further relief the Court considers just and proper.

Vi. CONCLUSION

This case presents a serious challenge to judicial integrity. The Defendant has provided
substantial, corroborated evidence of coordinated legal, commercial, and reputational sabotage
carried out under colour of law, with active media complicity.

The Court is urged to:

¢ Set aside defective and prejudicial orders;
» Allow the Cross-Complaint to proceed;
 Uphold the Defendant’s rights under UK law and international human rights standards.
